The overall market in Thailand was quite poor in 2008 with numerous negative developments from both
internal and external factors. Albeit our tightening control on costs and continuously evaluate business risks, the
company was unavoidably registered a loss of 173 million Baht, largely from the reserves for bad debts on
margin loans, which was the result of the poor market condition and the highly fluctuation in the Thai market.

We, however, continue to strengthen our market position via business diversification in preparing for the
upcoming market deregulation as well as for the uncertainties in the world economy. One of our bold moves in
2008 was a joint venture with Krung Thai Bank in developing securities businesses. With the strong financial
support from one of the largest bank in Thailand together with its extensive branch network and vast customer
base, the company is establishing a great competitive edge against other players.

On a cross border development, the company is expanding our investment into Vietnam where
numerous growth opportunities are envisaged in both corporate finance and the securities brokerage. Moreover,
we have initiated a formation of Global Alliance Partners or GAP to explore growth opportunities beyond
Thailand. Our founder partners are in Hong Kong/China, Japan, U.A.E., Vietnam, USA, and UK. We believe that
GAP will be a good platform for us in accessing vast business potential in the global markets with minimal
capital investment.

Regarding the products development, we added our new product lines including the structured products,
SBL, and offshore trading which would begin bringing in the business in 2009. For the existing products, we
continue to put strong efforts in marketing activities as well as the product education to expand our market
shares. Our broker ranking improved dramatically to become one of the top 5 brokers in terms of market shares
in 2008 compared with ranked 12th in 2007.

Human resources development remains one of our priorities. We have been educating our employees in
preparation to support our business expansions ranging from practice in corporate governance, foreign
language, product knowledge, and etc. Our efforts have begun to bear fruits as seen from the 2008 çThe Star
Marketingé awards arranged by the SET where 5 of our staffs won with the rank 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 7th and
the çTFEX Staré with the rank 2nd and 3rd.

As the Chairman of Seamico, I believe that the company has come into the right direction and creating
a platform for the future business environment. I would like to take this opportunity to thank all shareholders and
our clients for supporting us. Also, I would like to thank the management team and our dedicated employees
who have been working through all the difficulties for our future success.

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Management Report

During 2008, the securities business confronted with the difficulty from negative economic and

political circumstances, particularly the US economic crisis that broaden to global economy and

capital market. The SET Index decreased by 48% from the end of 2007 and the economic recession is

still ongoing. However, we have continuously emphasized on professional conduct and standards,

including providing innovative products, fast and efficient services in order to enhance our competitive

advantages. Moreover, we realized the importance of business partnership to ensure survival of our business

during the market downturn and prepare for upcoming commission rate liberalization.

The Company and its subsidiaries recorded a net profit of Baht 69 million, however after deducted

the provision of the allowance for doubtful account of securities business receivable (Margin account), the

Company and its subsidiaries recorded a net loss of Baht 173 million. We gained market share of 4.60%,

ranking 5 (total of 38) in Securities Business (SET & MAI). For Derivatives Agent Business, we gained

market share of 5.08%, ranking 5 (total of 36). Our financial status was strong, with shareholdersû equity of

Baht 2,526 million as of 31 December 2008. We maintained the Net Liquid Capital Ratio of 358% (well above

the SEC requirement of 7%).

Business Overview

ë The SET declined by 47.56% in 2008, the SET Index closed at 449.96 points at the end of 2008

from 858.10 points at the end of 2007. The total market capitalization decreased to Baht 3.92

trillion in 2008 from Baht 4.19 trillion in 2007. The average daily trading value decreased to Baht 15.9

billion from Baht 17.1 billion.

ë Our market share in Securities Brokerage was 4.60% which increased from 3.05% in 2007. We

dramatically grew in Derivatives Agent Business with market share of 5.08%, significantly increased

from 2.99% in 2007.

ë We jointly develop the securities business with Krung Thai Bank Public Company Limited by investing

in 48.81% of ordinary shares of KTB Securities Company Limited in September 2008 and

preparing for business acquisition. We will transfer operating assets, securities business and related

employees to KTB Securities Company Limited during the end of April 2009. The transaction benefit the

Company on alternative financial resource and business support, including enhance client base to

institutional and high net worth clients of Krung Thai Bank Public Company Limited and its

800 branches. While Seamico will be operated as a holding company and still listed in the SET which

will enable us to form appropriate capital structure and generate higher return for the shareholders.
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ë We have the commitment to invest in Thanh Cong Securities Company in Vietnam. At present, our

representative person has been appointed as the Management and we have a plan to make capital

payment in the 2nd quarter of 2009.

Future Prospects

After transferring operating assets and securities business to KTB Securities Company Limited, Seamico

will become a holding company emphasizing on investment, joining the foreign investors in order to raise

private equity funds, direct investing under the new business model with target return on investment at

least 12% per annum.

As a Chief Executive Officer and on behalf of the Executive team, I have confidence that Seamico

will put all efforts and ability to manage through a crisis and drive our business to achieve our target in order

to enhance the benefits of shareholders, clients and employees with corporate social responsibility and

good corporate governance. Finally, I would like to thank shareholders and clients for all their continuous

supports.

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TYPES OF BUSINESS

Seamico Securities Public Company Limited has been authorized to operate a securities business in the

following categories:

1. Securities Brokerage

Securities brokerage is the Companyûs core business. Seamico is an independent brokerage firm

providing a comprehensive range of quality services to local and foreign clients both individual and

institutional investors by highly experienced marketing officers and research teams giving investment

advises on both fundamental and technical basis.

The types of services provided including:

1. Cash and cash balance accounts.

2. Cash accounts - TSFC (Thailand Securities Finance Corporation).

3. Credit balance accounts.

4. Internet accounts, which the company has continuously improved its Internet service and kept up-

to-date with the state-of-the-art technology.

The Company provides useful information on its website, www.seamico.com, to help clients with

their decision-making. The Company has continuously added new services on the website, such as real-

time stock quotation and daily research updated on both equities and derivatives markets, including in-

depth stock analyses and market summaries. Moreover, the services also include investment advisory

and an IPO service.

As the SEC has announced to reduce internet trading commission to 0.15% of trading volume

(from 0.20% of trading volume) while normal trading commission is still retained at 0.25% for another 3

years from 1 January 2007 to 31 December 2009. After that, the commission rate will be reduced to a

sliding scale and float commission respectively. Therefore, it is expected that some clients will move from

normal trading to internet trading to take advantage of the upcoming lower cost.

To prepare for the new commission rate, the Company has prepared system and trading tools for

Internet trading. In early 2006, the Company implemented a system for clients to trade securities via

mobile phone. The company has continuously improved ZNET which is a real-time, online Stock Trading

system to have more functions and capabilities in order to allow customers to view real time stock quotes

and information that will be automatically updated instantaneously. Hence, customers will not miss an

investment opportunity. For normal trading, the Company will continue to serve its existing customers

and expand its customer base at the same time.
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The Company has provided loans for securities trading to increase clientsû liquidity which resulting

in increasing the Companyûs trading volume. The Company manages risks by reviewing credit lines

according to its policy regarding to loans for securities trading and the Companyûs guidelines. The

Company has a high level of quality control made possible by closely monitoring clientsû trading

transactions, limiting investment proportions and reviewing whether the Company should call for more

collateral. In case of a default payment, the operations service department will follow up on overdue

clients so that payments are made in full.

Policy on opening new accounts

The Company has established a policy with regarding to opening new accounts based on the

çKnow Your Customeré principle. This involves providing significant and adequate information required

from an applicant in terms of investment objective, investment risk knowledge, and experience and

investment history. In order to assess whether to approve a credit line, a clientûs financial status as well

as settlement ability is examined in order to prevent or limit any loss that might occur. The Company has

delegated staff with the authority to approve loans subjected to a credit lineûs risk level. The company

has also established a procedure to review credit lines on a regular basis so as to keep track of a clientûs

trading and settlement history and to ensure that client data is kept up to date.

2. Derivatives Agent Business

The Company established çDerivatives Centeré in particular to provide services relating to

derivatives. This unit is aimed to train and pass on derivatives knowledge to customers, staffs, and

interested investors to ensure that they are ready for derivatives investment and able to manage the

accompany risks. Besides, information of derivatives is shown on the website www.seamico.com to

support investorsû decision, including Z-Derivatives which are a trading application program similar to

ZNET. Z-Derivatives will let customers monitor every movement of Futures series all day long and the

data will be delivered within a split-second, so that customers can catch up with the market easily. In

- Mergers and acquisition services, including joint ventures, takeovers, introduction of strategic

partners, privatizations and de-listings.

- Specialized advisory services, such as business valuations, providing independent opinions and

special reports to shareholders, the SEC or the SET.

- Advice for the business rehabilitation and negotiations with bankers and other debtors.

- Issuing debt instruments, such as debentures, offshore loans and syndicated loans.

- Advice on joint venture investments for both local and foreign companies.

- Advice on investments for both listed and non-listed companies in Thailand.

The Companyûs strategy is to provide professional financial advisory services to cover every client

type, including small, medium and large-sized businesses by customizing services related to client

needs.

6. Derivatives Trading

The Company invested in Seamico Derivatives Company Limited and holds 51% of paid-up capital

to operate derivatives business with registered capital of Baht 100 million. Another 49% of paid-up capital

holds by Polaris Securities (HK). Seamico Derivatives Company Limited registered as a juristic person on

December 14, 2006 and its office is located on 8th floor, 287 Liberty Square, Silom Road, Silom,
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Bangrak, Bangkok. However, Seamico Derivatives Company Limited was liquidated on December 13,

2007 as the Company had restructured the operating process by providing its own derivatives product

and service to increase efficiency, while Polaris Securities (HK) becomes business advisory. On October

15, 2008, the Company was approved by the SEC to issue structured product.

7. Wealth Management

The Company set up new business, Wealth Management, which will act as an agent of all

financial products such as stock, debenture, derivatives, and unit trust. Wealth Management was started

in the 3rd quarter of 2008, at the beginning the Company act as unit trust selling agent under securities

brokerage license. After submitting additional filing on working process, the SEC approved the Company

to be selling agent for omnibus account. Currently, the Company becomes an agent for several Asset

Management Companies, which major duties are to process trading order and settlement, distribute

document and manual of the fund, report outstanding statement, and inform clientsû right and risk.

8. Securities Borrowing and Lending

The Company conducts Securities Borrowing and Lending business to expand investment

alternatives for clients during the economic recession. Stock lender can generate return (borrowing fee)

from existing shares which they offer for lending at call or term. While stock borrower do short

selling in credit balance account by paying borrowing fee to the lender at the rate base on Companyûs

announcement.

9. Asset Management

The Company established Seamico Asset Management Company Limited and holds 100% of

paid-up capital with registered capital of Baht 100 million and was granted mutual fund and private fund

license in January 2007 and August 2007 respectively. The office is located on 8th floor, 287 Liberty

Square, Silom Road, Silom, Bangrak, Bangkok. As at February 28, 2009, there were 5 funds under

management with total net asset value of Baht 329 million.

The Company invested in Seamico Asset Management Company Limited in order to increase

investment return, and diversify into fund management in order to provide a full range of securities

services, including broadening its customer base and trading volume.

INDUSTRY OUTLOOK AND FUTURE COMPETITION

Industry and Competition

The SET index decreased from 858.10 points at the end of 2007 to 449.96 points at the end of

2008 or decreased by 47.56 per cent. Total trading volume of the SET decreased from Baht 4.19 trillion

in 2007 to Baht 3.92 trillion in 2008 or decreased by 6.42 per cent. The average daily market turnover

decreased by 7.18 per cent from Baht 17,097 million to Baht 15,870 million.
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In 2008, the SET was high volatile due to negative factors from both external economy and

internal politic, particularly, the US economic crisis which affected global economy and stock market. The

large financial firms report loss and lay off employees such as Citigroup and Merrill lynch. This situation

is still ongoing until 2009.

In 2008, there were 9 new companies listed on the SET with a total market capitalization of Baht

72,085 million (at IPO value) and 3 new companies listed on the MAI with a total market

capitalization Baht 1,605 million (at IPO value).

Competition in 2008 still has been strong, despite commission fee being maintained at the rate of

0.25 per cent. Each securities company is striving to increase efficiency of its online service and improve

the quality of securities analysis and research.

In 2008, the top 10 brokers gained a market share of 48.59% of total market turnover, a slight

decrease from 2007. The Companyûs market share climbed up from 3.05% (12th rank) in 2007 to 4.60%

Strategy and Competition

Competition among securities companies seems to intensify further from commission fee liberali-

zation on 1 January 2007 onwards. Commission fee for normal trading retained at 0.25% for another 3

years (from 1 January 2007 to 31 December 2009), and revert to sliding scale in the next 2 years (from

1 January 2010 to 31 December 2011). Commission fee on Internet trading decrease to 0.15 per cent

of trading value (60 per cent of normal trading commission), which is immediately effective in 2008. The

decline of commission fee directly impacts the performance of Securities companies.

The Company plans to focus on providing quality and fast services to assist investors in their

decision-making, which include creating customer relations to expand its customer base to high margin

clients, such as institutional clients and new investors, with a proactive marketing plan. In addition, the

Company plans to improve the quality and build cross selling of its entire range of products over the next

few years. Moreover, the Company will endeavor to develop related business with the aim to boost its

market share as well as prepare for related securities businesses, such as Exchange Traded, Proprietary

Trading, OTC Derivatives, Asset Management, Wealth Management, Offshore, Securities Borrowing and

Lending. The Company emphasizes on business expansion and development to provide full range of

service, and also manages costs to obtain economies of scale. In addition, the Company continuously

develops technology related to its securities trading system and the quality of its fundamental and

technical research reports. It aims to keep up with current events and to provide timely advice to its

customers enabling them to make the best investment decisions.
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Product and Service Provided

1. Source of Fund

Most of the Companyûs source of fund is from shareholders, however, the Company is

allocated short-term loans from financial institutions to support short-term needs based on liquidity, worth

of capital and business continuity. In addition, the Company plans to raise fund by issuing debenture not

exceed Baht 1,000 million to support business enhancement, income base diversification and

maximize shareholders wealth ultimately. This alternative is to increase working capital for supporting

business growth and also reduce volatility of interest rate risk. The debenture issuance was approved

by the Annual General Meeting of shareholders No. 1/2008 on April 21, 2008.

2. Financing Fund from Persons related to Management or Major Shareholders

The Company has no fund provided by persons related to Management or major shareholders.

3. Net Capital Rule (NCR)

The Company maintained NCR at a level higher than the Securities and Exchange Commissionûs

(SEC) requirement, which was not less than Baht 25 million, and not less than 7% of the sum of general

liabilities and collaterals; and also higher than Thailand Clearing Houseûs (TCH) requirement, which was

not less than Baht 75 million, and not less than 21% of the sum of general liabilities and collaterals. Over

the past 3 years Net Liquid Capital and NCR ratio are as follows:

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1. Risk from market fluctuations

The Companyûs core revenues derive from securities brokerage fee which accounted for 76.31%

and 72.05% of total revenues in 2007 and 2008 respectively. This main revenue may be influenced

by external factors such as economic fluctuations, political uncertainties, investor confidence as well

as money market and capital market movements. To mitigate this risk, the Company has prepared to

manage the significant effect on existing customer base and expand the customer base by providing

new businesses as alternative investment choices such as Securities Borrowing and Lending (SBL),

Derivatives brokerage business, Over-the-Counter derivatives business and Wealth Management etc.

2. Risk from highly competition in securities industry

Thailandûs securities landscape is poised for highly competitive and rapid consolidation

according to SEC had announced roadmap for brokerage fee liberalization starting from January 1, 2012

onwards. The Company has recognized the impact from the near future trend. As a result, the

company has planned to find the financial strategic alliance, in order to raise the competitive potential,

business strength, increase the service capability and expand the customer base which would offer the

perfect coverage to our customers.

3. Risk from customer concentration

The Company has concerned risk associated to relying on securities trading volume on large

account customers. Decline in trading transaction by those customers could cause adverse effect on the

Companyûs brokerage income. In order to minimize this risk, the Companyûs policy was set to expand

the customer base by raising the portion of the local and foreign institutional clients and also enhancing

its distribution channel through online trading. According to risk management has been continuous

implemented; the Companyûs top 10 trading clients accounted for 14.43% and 7.64% of total securities

brokerage fee income in 2007 and 2008 respectively.

4. Risk from doubtful accounts and bad debts of securitiesû receivables

Risk from doubtful accounts and bad debts of securitiesû receivables occurs from margin

customers may default their margin payments or customerûs failure to meet payment on time. To

minimize the risk from payment defaults, the Company has implemented risk policy related to Credit

Balance business approved by Risk Management Sub-Committee. Risk management framework

comprises of limiting stock and loan concentration, analyzing risk for marginable securities, providing

appropriate initial margins which shall be closely monitored by Risk Management Office.

Risk Factors
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5. Risk from operating underwriting and financial advisory businesses

In relation to investment banking business, the Company is possible to face underwriting risk

from unsubscribed securities that may require it to purchase any unsubscribed securities for its own

account. Placement failures may occur with underwriting shares at an inappropriate price, unexpected

fluctuation of the stock market. To mitigate this risk, the Company conducts a preliminary analysis of

the securities issuer and due diligence on the business potential as well as customer satisfaction survey

prior to approval the underwriting deal.

 6. Risk from investments

The Company has invested in an assortment of market instruments in order to diversify the

market risk arising from adverse changes in securities prices and interest rates. Therefore, The Company

considers the risk minimizing control by conducting Investment policy as a guideline and

investing proposal, which would be approved and revised by Board of Director. In order to acquire the

investment returns corresponding to acceptable risk levels, the Company had set an Overall Limit,

Sector Limit, Company limit, and Cut Loss Limit prior to investment. In addition, the Risk Management

Office will be responsible for monitoring all approved limits and analyze the significant impact on

Net Capital Rule (NCR). Any violations occurred shall be reported to the Risk Management

Sub-Committee by the Risk Management Office.

7. Risks associated with the issuance of structured product

The Company, who is the issuer of structured product, will manage risks associated with

structured products by employing Black-Scholes Model. This is to calculate risk parameters, defined

as Greek Letters; such as Delta, Gamma, Vega, Theta, and Rho, which will be used in the risk

management process. The Delta Hedging method will be used in rebalancing the portfolio position.

Also, the SECûs regulation of Kor.Yor.31/2549 states that small investors must receive the

redemption value of structured product of not less than 80 percent of the notional amount. Hence,

the Company will manage this price risk by reserving the right to call back the structured product from

investors, if it is found that at any point in time before the maturity the value of the structured product

is less than or equal to 85 percent of the notional amount. Therefore, the redemption value that

investors will receive will be higher or equal to 80 percent of the notional amount. In addition, large

investors and institutional investors could request the Company to give them the protection, similar to the

protection that the Company has for small investors, in which the redemption value of structured

product will not be less than 80 percent of the notional amount. And, the Company will manage the

price risk by the same methodology as mentioned.

To manage the liquidity risk in the event of early redemption requested by any investors, the

Company will cautiously prepare for extra cash in order to match the cash flow requirement. This can

be done by simulating and analyzing the liquidity risk under various scenarios. For any emergency cases
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and/or early redemption incidents, if the Company requires more cash, the Company will be able to

withdraw cash immediately from short-term credit lines from commercial banks or financial institutions

which the Company having contacts.

To manage the operational risk, the Company has a clear operational manual and work flow

and regularly calls on meetings to revise and update the operational practices with related

departments. Also, there is a clear documentation process for each department in order to double

check the accuracy of trading transaction and to support the audit and compliance functions.

8. Risk from dependency on key staff

Securities business under a highly competitive condition, has relies on experienced, knowledge

and skills of staffs in their business operations. The Companyûs business continuity may be interrupted

by staff turnover. To minimize this risk, the Company recruits efficient and qualified staff to improve

human capital and to support the Companyûs business extension. Also, the Company arranges

continuous training and personnel development programs to fulfill their skills and increase service

capability. In addition, the Company has a policy of retaining employees by providing its staff with

attractive reward, welfare and compensation packages at the appropriate levels, which are in line with

the market competition.

9. Risk from disruption in the IT system

The Companyûs business relies heavily on its computer system. If there are any disruptions

occurred with its system, it will adversely effect the operations and reliability of the Company. To

mitigate this risk, the Company invested in the international standard system and regularly checks

the system efficiency in order to support existing and new business occurred in the future. Particularly,

the Company set up a back up site to operate smoothly for any disruptions occurred to the main

system. In addition the Company has regularly carries out system testing in accordance with the

business contingency plan to ensure the functionality and efficiency of the system.

10. Risk from noncompliance with regulators

Securities business is strongly complied by laws and regulations issued by the Stock Exchange

of Thailand (SET) and the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC). Therefore, any

unintentional contravention problems of the regulation occurred by the Companyû staffs shall harm

the reputation and reliable of the Company. To concern with this risk, the Company had established

an apparent policy to manage the overall business by adhere to the principles of good governance,

check and balance system. As well as the Company encourages all departments put into effect with

a highly care of their responsibility. This is positive in that it maximizes the economic value to the

Company and generates attractive returns to shareholders in the long term.

The Company is determined to apply corporate governance as its guiding

principle in conducting business for efficient management and sustainable business

growth. In 2006, the Company has implemented the Principle of Corporate Governance

and published them as a handbook to directors and all staff to ensure that all policies are

strictly adhered. The essentials of the Companyûs corporate governance practices are as

follows:

The Principles of Corporate Governance of Seamico Securities Public Company Limited

1. Philosophy of Work of the Company

Seamico Securities Public Company Limited relies on 4 principles of Good

Corporate Governance, namely: Responsibility & Accountability, Honesty & Integrity,

Transparency, and Creation of long-term value to all persons sharing in joint-benefits

(stakeholders). To achieve the Good Corporate Governance, 3 necessary factors

must exist - Professionalism, Good Internal Control System, Transparency and

Fiduciary Duties towards the stakeholders, which comprises of Shareholders,

Customers and Employees

2. Policies Concerning the Board of Directors

The Board of Directors shall strictly comply with the codes of conduct of

the director in compliance with the law for the benefits of the stakeholders with

honesty with no interest in the business either directly or indirectly as well as

preventing conflict of interest.
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3. Structure of Board of Directors

The Board of Directors comprises of Executive and Non-Executive Directors,

appropriately appointed and balanced, to appointed sub-committees to take

charge of particular matters in supervising and refining works, for example,

● The Executive Committee

● The Audit & Risk Management Committee

● The Corporate Governance Committee

● The Nominating and Compensation Committee

The  Nominating Committee shall be responsible to nominate the qualified

persons in various fields to be director replacing retired directors by rotation or for

any other reason, and propose to the Board of Directors and/or the Meeting of the

Shareholders, for resolution of such appointment. At every annual general meeting,

at least one-third of the directors shall retire, and a retiring director is eligible for

re-election. The term of a sub-committee shall be in compliance with the office term

of the director of the Company and the specific duties and responsibilities of the said

sub-committee.

The Company gives appropriate remuneration to the Board of Directors

of the Company comparable to the industry standard. Also, the information on

remuneration shall be clearly disclosed in the annual report.

4. Duties and responsibilities of the Board of Directors

The Board of Directors has duty to determine the vision, mission and

business policy to comply with the corporate governance principles of the Company

and good practices of the directors in accordance with the guidelines of the SET

and SEC by appointment of a suitable person to be the Management who can carry

out his work independently from any shareholder and has the skills in the business

management and administration.

The Board of Director pays attention to manage conflict of interest with

care, fairness and transparency; with full disclosure of information. In the case where

any director has interest over the matter, such director shall not attend the meeting

or cast a vote on that matter.

The Board of Directors has set up an independent Compliance and Internal

Audit Department and a Risk Management Office. The Audit & Risk Management

Committee is also entrusted to evaluate the efficiency of the internal control and risk

management system by reporting the same regularly to the Board of Directors.

The Board of Directors is aware of its duty to ensure the benefits of

the shareholders, both major and minor ones, in accordance with their rights and

equitability, as well as receiving correct, complete, transparent information and news
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5. Work Performance of the Board of Directors
The Board of Directors shall convene meeting at least 4 times a year. The

consideration of agenda shall rely on the fair benefits of the shareholders and
interested persons. The convention of the sub-committee shall be obliged to hold
meetings as per the duty entrusted to it.

The Board of Directors shall report the operational results together with a
report of the auditors and the Audit & Risk Management Committee in the annual
report and shall prepare the disclosure of information under the laws.

The Board of Directors shall hold a Shareholdersû Meeting as the General
Meeting within 4 months after the yearend, which the Board of Directors may at any
time call the Extraordinary Meeting of Shareholders. The Company shall deliver the
notice of shareholders and agenda of the meeting with the clear opinion of the
Board of Directors in each agenda at least 14 days prior to the date of the Meeting.

6. Duties and Responsibilities of the Management
The Executive Management shall have responsibilities assigned to it by the

Board of Directors with the determination to be the most efficient in conducting its
duties with honesty and in compliance with the vision, mission and corporate value
as determined by the Board of Directors, and shall report the operational results
regularly to the Board of Directors.

7. Policy on the Conflict of Interest
The Company provides a Compliance Manual which specify the ethics for the

Company, the executives and the employees, the principles of which all employees
shall sign with acknowledgement and strictly follow as the guidelines for transparent
and fair treatment of the related persons in every group, such as:

The Board of Directors has appropriately considered a conflict of interest,
related items or connected items as well as has disclosed information on the items
likely to have a conflict of interest to the public.

The company has a policy to supervise the use of internal information of
every departments, regulates to clarify the trading of securities by directors and
employees.

8. Policy on the Internal Control and Risk Management System
The Company has a policy to provide an internal control system that is

efficient enough for the acceptable risk level by determining the measures and
internal control procedures in line with the work environment and encourage a
balance between the flexibility in performing work and the sufficiency of efficient
internal control as well as uphold the Risk Management Policy as directed by The
Board of Directors. Executives and employees are responsible for assessing, moni-
toring, and promoting the efficient risk management system and structure.
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9. Policy on the Accounting and Financial Transactions

The company provides accounting and financial reports that are correct,

timely and accountable. There shall be complete documentations, which

sufficiently support distribution of appropriate and timely information. The accounting

and financial reports are prepared based on appropriate and consistent accounting

policies, and in line with the generally accepted accounting principles, including

the sufficient disclosure of significant information.

10. Policy on the Trading of Securities

The Board of Directors and Executive Management shall have the duty to

report their securities holding in compliance with the rules and regulations of the

Securities Exchange of Thailand and the Securities and Exchange Commission. The

Company also prohibits the relevant persons who have known or may know any

internal information from trading in related shares if the relevant information has

not been disclosed to the public, including prohibiting the directors, Management

Department and employees from participating in the preparation or having known the

significant internal information in selling or purchasing of the Company shares at

certain times. The individuals found violating the restrictions shall be subjected

to disciplinary action and/or the law, as the case may be.

11. Policy on the Social Responsibility

The Company has social responsibility and contributes to social development

by allocating certain amount of the annual budget to support social activities such as

Education, Public Benefits, or relief works for victims of natural disasters.

2.5 SUPERVISION ON USING INSIDE INFORMATION

The Company has formulated policies and measures as specified in its Compliance

Manual, as well as other Company procedures and other relevant rules to prevent the Company,

its management and employees from using inside information arising from their duties for their

own interests.

The various preventive policies and measures relating to inside information are as follows:

1. In reference to the Companyûs organization, each department is clearly divided according

to its particular function. Also, a securities entry system is applied by departments

dealing with important and confidential information, such as Investment Banking, Research,

Securities Trading, Debt Trading, Finance & Account, Risk Management, Operation and

Information Technology.
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2. Rules preventing conflicts of interest specify that employees shall perform their tasks in

accordance with the Companyûs code and standard practices so as to avoid a probable

conflict of interest, which can be monitored, as follows:

2.1 According to Employee Trading Regulations, all employees shall open a trading

account only with the Company. For transparency, fairness and appropriate

compliance and internal control purposes, they shall disclose trading information of

related persons who have a trading account with the Company or other brokers.

2.2 In reference to Prohibited Trading in the Companyûs Securities regulation, Directors,

Executive Management and Related Officers are prohibited from buying/selling

securities of the Company using inside information arising from their duties which

may significantly affect the price of the Companyûs securities from the end of

accounting period until the next day after the announcement of financial statements

to the public Also, they have to report changes in securities holding during Company

Board meetings so as to promote transparency and fairness.

2.3 The Company has policy to monitor the Directorûs Trading by requiring the Non

Executive Director to disclose securities trading account and sign the Conflict

Clearance Form to ensure that there is no inside information trades on quarterly

basis.

2.4 With respect to the monitoring of disclosure of the Companyûs conflicts of interest

by management and marketing officers, marketing officers who have a conflict

of interest are to disclose such information prior to soliciting or persuading

customers to trade in such securities. Also, the Company must provide a disclaimer

in its research papers to comply with SEC regulations.

2.5 In order to monitor the Company, management and all officers subscribe to

securities in which the Company is the underwriter during the specified period to

promote fairness.

3. A Watch List, Restricted List and Research List shall be prepared as a tool to review

compliance among employees, the management, or the investment committee who are in

possession of inside information arising from their duties. Before such information is

disclosed to the public, those persons are not allowed to trade securities in predetermined

lists for a certain period, either for themselves, for others, or on behalf of the Company.

The Compliance and Internal Audit department will report directly to the Audit

Committee and shall exert its influence to ensure that the above policies and measures

are carried out. In case the management or employees act in violation of the applicable

policies and measures, they shall be subject to disciplinary action.
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2.6 INTERNAL CONTROL AND RISK MANAGEMENT

For 2008, the Audit & Risk Management Committee held five meetings with the

management, the head of Accounting and Finance department, the head of Compliance and

Internal Audit department, the head of Risk Management Office and the Companyûs auditor

including concerning management officers to review the quarterly and annual financial

statements for 2008 and the disclosure of financial reports and notes to the financial reports,

including regular discussions and recommendations concerning problems that might result in a

violation of the applicable laws and regulations, as well as the sufficiency of the internal control

system which includes a review of the policy and progression of the Risk Management.

Based upon the information provided to us, the Audit & Risk Management Committee is of the

opinion that the internal audit function, control system and risk management are satisfactory.

We are unaware that significant laws and regulations have not been complied with in all material

respects.

The Board of Directors is of the opinion that there is sufficiency and satisfaction in internal

control system which could obtained reasonable assurance that the separate and consolidated

financial statement of the company included the financial information stated in Annual Report for

the year ended December 31, 2008 had presented fairly in all material respect, the financial

position of the Company and its subsidiary.

3. DIVIDEND POLICY

The dividend payment will be considered on the basis of the Companyûs profitability and liquidity

and approval from the shareholdersû meeting.

The Board of Directors will determine dividend policy of subsidiaries.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION
AND ANALYSIS

1. Overall operating results in the year ended December 31, 2008

Seamico Securities and subsidiary generated net operating profit of Baht 69 million for the
year ended December 31,2008 but after deducted the provision of the allowance for doubtful account
of securities business receivables (Margin account) totally of Baht 242 million. This made the
Company a net loss of Baht 173 million compared with the net income of Baht 49 million recorded in the
last year. In 2008, the Company had a market share of 4.6 per cent in the Stock Exchange of
Thailand with a trading volume ranked 5th among the 38 securities firms operating in Thailand.
In addition, the Company also had a market share of 5.08 per cent in the Thailand Futures
Exchange with a trading volume ranked 5th among the 36 securities firms.

Major 2008 Impact
During the year of 2008, the SET market was in the period of recession. The daily average

market volume of the SET and the MAI decreased from Baht 17.44 billion in 2007 to Baht 16.12
billion, or a decline of 7.56 per cent. The main factors behind the decline were the financial
crisis around the world which has affected share prices in the Stock Exchange of Thailand and also
our countryûs political crisis that has continuously over the year. This has impacted the market
negatively at the end of 2008.

The Securities Industry and the Thai Market
● The SET Index dropped by 47.56 per cent, or from 858.10 points at the end of 2007 to

449.96 points at the end of 2008.
● The combined market capitalisation of the SET and MAI decreased from Baht 6,674 billion in

2007 to Baht 3,590 billion in 2008, or a decrease of 46.21 per cent.
● The overall average daily trading volume of the market decreased from Baht 17.44 billion in

2007 to Baht 16.12 billion in 2008, or a decrease of 7.56 per cent.

Expanded Customer Base
● The Companyûs total number of brokerage trading accounts increased from 32,097 in

2007 to 36,692 in 2008 or an increase of 14 per cent with active accounts of 14,954.
Online trading accounts operating on www.seamico.com rose from 13,131 to 15,673 or an
increase of 19 per cent with active accounts of 7,253.

● Of the 12 new firms with total value of Baht 73,690 million that listed on the SET and MAI
in 2008, Seamico was responsible for 4 investment-banking deals, with total commitment
value of Baht 243 million, or 0.33 per cent.

● In 2008, Seamico Asset Management, the subsidiary, launched 2 mutual funds, with approved
fund size of Baht 1,500 million. As at 31 December 2008, there were 3 funds under management
with total net asset value of Baht 66.93 million.
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Corporate and Investment Activities

● In the first quarter of 2008, the Company invested in the private fund managed by Seamico

Asset Management of Baht 140 million and withdrew Baht 106 million and Baht 50 million

from the mutual funds managed by other Asset Management company and Seamico Asset

Management, respectively.

● In the first half of year 2008, the Company invested Baht 20 million each in Seamico Daily

Plus Fund (money market fund) and Equity Pro Long-Term Fund. Both funds have been managed

by Seamico Asset Management.

● In September 2008, the Company invested Baht 437.51 million in KTB Securities Co., Ltd.

The Company held 48.81% of its share capital. Hence, KTB Securities Co., Ltd. has become

the Companyûs associate company since September 15, 2008.

● The Resolution of the Board of Directors Meeting No.6/2008 approved the investment in 25% of

ordinary shares of Thanh Cong Securities Company J.S.C. (TCSC), which is a securities

company in Vietnam, with an option of additional investment up to 49%. As at December

31, 2008, the Company hadnût yet invested in such company.

Local and International Awards and Recognitions

● In 2008, Seamico won a çExcellenté rating for the AGM 2008 assessed by the Stock

Exchange Committee.

● In 2008, Seamico earned a çVery Goodé rating for the Corporate Government 2008 assessed

by the Thai Institute of Director (IOD).

Strong Balance Sheet

● As at December31, 2008, shareholdersû equity totalled Baht 2,526 million, a decrease of Baht

251 million, or 9 per cent from that of December 31, 2007. This was the result of a 2008 net

loss of Baht 173 million, a decrease from a dividend payment of Baht 42 million, a decrease in

revaluation surplus in available-for-sale securities of Baht 8 million, repurchase of treasury

stocks of Baht 19 million and a decrease in minority interest of Baht 8 million as a result of

selling Seamico Knight Fund Management ùs ordinary shares.

● Net Capital Ratio (NCR) at the end of December 2008 was 358 per cent (well above the SECûs

minimum requirement of 7 per cent).

● The Company remains free of external debts.
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2. Operating Results

During 2008, the Company and its subsidiary and associate companies recorded the total income

of Baht 872 million, an increase of 3 percent from the previous year. This was due to the increment of

brokerage fee from derivatives business, gains on securities trading and interest on margin loan.

1.1) Brokerage Fee from securities and derivatives business

During 2008, the Company generated brokerage fee from securities business

of Baht 560 million, a decrease of Baht 63 million or a 10 percent decrease. However,

the trading volume increased by 40 percent from last year, caused by the Companyûs portfolio

trading volume. The portfolioûs market share rose from 0.01 per cent to 1.61 percent.

Regarding derivatives trading volume, the Company had 213,360 contracts

in 2008 compared with 72,537 contracts in 2007, Most of the Companyûs volume

arose from retails. The Company had produced the brokerage fee from derivatives

business of Baht 68 million in 2008 and Baht 25 million in 2007, an increase of Baht 43

million or 170 percent. This resulted from an increase in the market share from 2.99

percent to 5.08 percent.

1.2) Fee and Service Income

The Company earned fee and service income in 2008 of Baht 13 million

compared with Baht 49 million in 2007, or a decrease of 72 percent. This resulted

from a decrease in advisory fees of Baht 15 million, as a result of the downturn of the

market. Some clients delayed in using services. Furthermore, private fund and mutual

fund management fees declined by Baht 23 million. This was Seamico Knight Fund

Management (subsidiary company)ûs income, which had been disposed in the

second quarter of 2008. However, underwriting fees rose by Baht 2 million.

During 2008, the Company had 16 clients, composed of 14 clients from financial

advisory and 2 clients from merger and acquisition and introduction of strategic partners.

1.3) Gain/Loss on Securities Trading

During 2008, the company realised gain on securities trading of Baht 40 million,

which was generated by a gain on trading of investments in securities, as follows:

1.4) Interest on Margin Loans

Interest on Margin loans for the year 2008 was Baht 107 million. It rose by

13 percent in value term resulted in an increase in average of loan from the previous

year by 5 percent and from the increment of average interest rate from 6.71 percent to 7.08

percent.

Interest from borrowing totalled Baht 24 million, Baht 6 million of which arose

from normal day-to-day cash management to help maximise the use of the Companyûs

resources. The remaining Baht 18 million was interest paid for cash deposits from

customers.
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2.2) Fee and Service Expenses

Fee and service expense amounted to Baht 33 million in 2008, which comprised of

the following:

- Fees paid to the Stock Exchange of Thailand based on trading volume, accounted

for 95 per cent of the total expenses.

- Fees incurred from advisory and underwriting activities and others were 5 per cent

of the total expenses.

2.3) Bad debts and doubtful debts

Bad debts and doubtful debts of Baht 242 million arose from the provision of the

allowance for doubtful account of securities business receivables ( Margin account). This

comprised of clients’ accounts who had the underlying collateral value less than the loan

amount of Baht 122 million and the loss from forced sell accounts of Baht 120 million

which currently were under litigation.

2.4) Share of loss of associate

Share of loss of associate of Baht 41 million was loss sharing of associated

company (KTB Securities Co., Ltd.) under equity method.

(3) Operating Expense

Most operating expenses were for personnel and premises and equipment, which

accounted for 63 per cent and 19 per cent of total operating expenses, respectively. These

expenses were semi-variable in line with the Company’s income. However, personnel

expense rosed by Baht 43 million as the result of incentive payments in tandem with trading

volume and also an increment in salary in order to be consistent with the increment of cost

of living and inflation in this year.

During the second quarter of 2007, the Company had restructured by closing down

Rajdamri branch and department, which income generated did not cover its related

expenses. Moreover, the Company paid compensation to staff and reduced office rental. These

caused the restructure expenses totalled Baht 27 million in 2007.

(4) Profit Margin

The gross profit margin for 2008 and 2007 were 65 per cent and 95 per cent

respectively. The net profit margin decreased from 6 per cent in 2007 to be net loss 20 per

cent in 2008. This resulted from the large amount of margin loan provision set up in the year of

2008.

(5) Return on Equity

Return on equity dropped from 1.76 per cent in 2007 to be -6.34 per cent in 2008.

● Securities Business Receivables

Securities business receivables as at December 31, 2008 decreased from December

31, 2007, The average daily trading volume for the last three business days of 2008 was

Baht 468 million, compared with Baht 947 million at the end of 2007. This was because the

50 per cent decrease of trading volume from customers at the end of year 2008 which

resulted from the financial crisis.

1.2 Quality of Assets

In the Financial statement, the Company recorded a revaluation adjustment of assets

according to accounting standards and the SEC.

The Company had total securities receivable and accrued interest receivable as at

December 31, 2008 of Baht 946 million or 32 percent of total assets with allowance for

doubtful debt of Baht 251 million, or 20 percent of related loans.

The Companyûs policy is to closely monitor all securities receivables and in cases where

any client fails to settle a transaction, will engage in negotiations as the first step. If a

settlement with a client cannot be negotiated or if a debtor refuses to settle a debt, legal steps

will then be taken.

As December 31, 2008, Baht 128 million of receivables were in the legal proceeding of

which Baht 120 million arose from forced sell margin accounts loss in this year and the

amount of Baht 8 million of receivables were old cases of legal proceeding which the company

has won legal judgement.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
SEAMICO SECURITIES PUBLIC COMPANY LIMITED AND ITS SUBSIDIARY

FOR THE YEARS ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2008 AND 2007

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

Seamico Securities Public Company Limited (çthe Companyé) is a public limited company

incorporated and resident in Thailand. The Company converted the status to be a Public Limited

Company in accordance with the Public Limited Companies Act. on August 8, 1994 and was listed on

the Stock Exchange of Thailand (çSETé) on March 17, 1995. The address of its registered office is

8th - 9th, 15th - 17th, 20th - 21st Floor, 287 Liberty Square, Silom Road, Bangrak, Bangkok, 10500.

As at December 31, 2008 and 2007, the Company has 11 branches, total number of personnel

of the Company and subsidiary are 490 and 492 persons, respectively, and the Company only

total number of personnel are 474 and 461 persons, respectively.

The Company was granted 6 licenses to operate the following securities businesses:

1. Securities Brokerage

2. Securities Trading

3. Investment Advisory Service

4. Securities Underwriting

5. On-line Securities Trading

6. Derivatives Trading

Subsequently, on February 3, 2009, the Company was granted an additional securities business

license of securities borrowing and lending from Ministry of Finance. This grant was effective since

February 2, 2009.

As described in Note 7, the Company has a partnership plan to develop securities business

with Krung Thai Bank Plc., using KTB Securities Co., Ltd. as a joint venture vehicle. Therefore, the

Companyûs operation in 2009 may be changed, depending on the approval of the Companyûs shareholders

for the selling of the Companyûs business to KTB Securities Co., Ltd. (see Notes 7 and 35).

Seamico Asset Management Co., Ltd., a subsidiary, operates its business in Thailand and has

been granted permission to manage mutual fund and private fund.

2. BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

2.1 The Company prepares its statutory financial statements in conformity with accounting standards

and practices generally accepted in Thailand and in accordance with Notifications of the Office

of the Securities and Exchange Commission (çSECé).

The presentation of the financial statements has been made in compliance with the

requirement of the Notification of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission No. Sor

Tor/Nor. 26/2549, dated June 29, 2006, regarding çThe Form of Financial Statements for

Securities Companiesé.
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The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except
those disclosed in the significant accounting policies.

In 2007, Thai Accounting Standards No.25 (Revised 2007) çCash Flow Statementsé
and No. 35 (Revised 2007) çPresentation of Financial Statementsé are announced by Federation
of Accounting Professions and applied for the financial statements of periods beginning on or
after January 1, 2008. The revised standards have no material impact on the financial
statements of the Company. However, the consolidated and separate financial statements for the
years ended December 31, 2008 and 2007 are still presented in accordance with the
Notification of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission No. Sor Tor/Nor. 26/2549,
dated June 29, 2006, regarding çThe Form of Financial Statements for Securities Companiesé.

Accounting standards announced but not effective
The Federation of Accounting Professions has issued the Notification of Federation of

Accounting Professions No. 86/2551 dated November 12, 2008, regarding the following accounting
standards that were announced in the Royal Gazette, but were not in effect in 2008:

TAS 36 (Revised 2007) Impairment of Assets
TAS 54 (Revised 2007) Non-current Assets Held for Sale and Discontinued Operations

These accounting standards will supersede previously issued accounting standards when

they become effective. The management has assessed the impact of these accounting
standards, when they are effective, for financial periods beginning on or after January 1, 2009 and
does not expect them to have a material effect on the Companyûs financial statements.

2.2 The consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2007 included the
accounts of the Company and two subsidiaries, which are Seamico Asset Management Co., Ltd.
and Seamico Knight Fund Management Securities Co., Ltd., which the Company has a holding
of 100%, and 51% in their equity, respectively. Moreover, the consolidated balance sheet as at
December 31, 2007 did not include the accounts of Seamico Derivatives Co., Ltd., which the
Company previously had a holding of 51% in its equity, as such company registered its
liquidation with the Ministry of Commerce on December 13, 2007. However, the consolidated
statement of income has included the statement of income of such company for the period
from January 1, 2007 to December 13, 2007 (the liquidation registration date).

The consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2008 included
the accounts of the Company and Seamico Asset Management Co., Ltd., which the Company
has a holding of 100% in its equity. Such consolidated financial statements did not include
the accounts of Seamico Knight Fund Management Securities Co., Ltd. as the Company has sold
all investments in such subsidiary on May 26, 2008 (see Note 7).

The outstanding balances and transactions between the Company and the subsidiary, the
investment in the subsidiary, and the shareholdersû equity of the subsidiary have been
eliminated from the consolidated financial statements.

The consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2008
included interest in associated companyûs equity which is determined from the financial
statements of KTB Securities Co., Ltd. During the year ended December 31, 2008, the Company
has invested in KTB Securities Co., Ltd.ûs ordinary shares, equivalent to 48.81% of issued
and paid-up share capital, resulting to that KTB Securities Co., Ltd. has become the Companyûs
associate (see Note 7).

2.3 Reclassifications
The consolidated and separate balance sheets as at December 31, 2007, presented

for comparison, had been reclassified by separately presenting the premium on share
capital - Treasury stock amounting to Baht 15.52 million, which was previously presented as part
of premium on share capital, in the consolidated and separate balance sheets in order to
conform to the classifications used in the balance sheets as at December 31, 2008.

The consolidated statement of cash flows for the year ended December 31, 2007,
presented for comparison, had been reclassified by presenting the increase in short-term
investments in available-for-sale securities amounting to Baht 10.76 million, which was previously
presented as part of operating activities, as part of investing activities by separating into cash
paid for purchase of investments of Baht 902.97 million and proceeds from disposal of
investments of Baht 892.21 million in the consolidated statement of cash flows in order to conform
to the classifications used in the consolidated statement of cash flows for the year ended
December 31, 2008.

The separate statement of cash flows for the year ended December 31, 2007, presented
for comparison, had been reclassified by presenting the increase in short-term investments in
available-for-sale securities amounting to Baht 79.88 million, which was previously presented
as part of operating activities, as part of investing activities by presenting such amount as
cash paid for purchase of investments in the separate statement of cash flows in order to conform
to the classifications used in the separate statement of cash flows for the year ended
December 31, 2008.
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3. CHANGE IN ACCOUNTING POLICY

According to Thai Accounting Standard No. 51 çIntangible Assetsé announced by the Federation

of Accounting Professions and applied for the financial statements of periods beginning on or after

January 1, 2008, it requires the indefinite useful life intangible assets to be tested for impairment

annually and amortization is not permitted. The accounting standard requires such change in

accounting policy to be applied prospectively. Therefore, the Company has changed the accounting

policy by ceasing amortization of the indefinite useful life intangible assets since January 1, 2008.

However, such change in accounting policy has no significant effect to the Companyûs financial

statements.

4. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Significant accounting policies adopted by the Company and its subsidiary are summarized below:

4.1 Revenue and expense recognition

Brokerage fees

Brokerage fees on securities and derivatives trading are recognized as income on the

transaction dates.

Fees and service income

Fees are recognized as income on an accrual basis and service income is recognized on

the basis of percentage of completion, as specified in the service agreement.

Interest on margin loans

Interest is recognized on an accrual basis, but where there is uncertainty as to the

collectability of loans and interest, the Company ceases accrual.

In the following cases, collectability of loans and interest is held to be uncertain.

1) Loans which are not fully collateralized

2) Installment loans with repayments scheduled less frequently than every 3 months

and for which principal or interest is overdue by more than 3 months

3) Installment loans with repayments scheduled no less frequently than every 3 months,

unless this is clear evidence and a high degree of certainty that full repayment

will be received

4) Problem financial institution loans

5) Other receivables from which interest payment is overdue for 3 months or more

These conditions are based on the guidelines stipulated by the Office of Securities and

Exchange Commission.

Gain (loss) on trading in securities and derivatives

Gain (loss) on trading in securities and derivatives are recognized as income or expenses

on the transaction dates.
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Interest and dividend on investments in securities

Interest on investments is recognized as income on an accrual basis. Dividend on invest-

ments is recognized as income when the dividend is declared.

Expenses

Expenses are recognized on an accrual basis.

4.2 Interest on borrowing

Interest on borrowing is recognized as expense on an accrual basis.

4.3 Recognition and amortization of customer deposits

Money which customers have placed with the Company in cash accounts and credit

balance for securities trading is recorded as the assets and liabilities of the Company for internal

control purposes. As at the balance sheet date, the Company writes these amounts off from both

assets and liabilities and presents only assets and liabilities which belong to the Company.

4.4 Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, current accounts, saving accounts, time

deposit with no more than 3 months remaining to maturity and without commitments, call note

receivables and term note receivables maturing within 3 months. This accords with the Notification

issued by the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission.

4.5 Investments in debt and equity securities

Investments in securities held for trading are determined at fair value. Gain or loss arising

from change in value of securities is included in the statements of income.

Investments in available-for-sale securities, both held for short-term and long-term invest-

ments, are determined at fair value. The change in value of securities is recorded as separate

item in shareholdersû equity until securities are sold, then, the change shall be included in the

statements of income.

Investments in debt securities due within one year and expected to be held to maturity are

determined at amortized cost.

The premium/discount on debt securities is amortized using the effective rate method

with the amortized amount presented as an adjustment to interest income.

Investments in non-marketable equity securities, which the Company holds as general

investments, are valued at cost, net of allowance for impairment (if any).

Loss on impairment (if any) of investments in available-for-sale securities and

general investments are included in determining earnings when the carrying amount exceeds its

recoverable value.

The weighted average method is used for computation of the cost of investments.
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4.6 Investments in subsidiary and associated companies
Investments in subsidiary and associated companies are accounted for under the cost

method in the separate financial statement net of allowances for impairment (if any).
Investments in subsidiary and associated companies are accounted for under the equity

method in the consolidated financial statement.

4.7 Receivable and payable from/to Clearing House
Net balances of receivable or payable incurred from settlement of securities trading each

day through Thailand Securities Depository Co., Ltd., the securities clearing house, are
presented as net balance receivable or payable from/to Clearing House in accordance with
the announcement of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission No. Sor Tor/Nor.
26/2549, dated June 29, 2006, regarding çThe Form of Financial Statements for Securities
Companiesé.

4.8 Securities and derivatives business receivables and allowance for doubtful accounts
Securities and derivatives business receivables comprise 3 categories which are

receivables from securities and derivatives businesses of cash accounts, loan for securities
purchases and other receivables. Receivables from securities and derivatives businesses of cash
accounts are the receivables that were derived from cash settlements within 3 working days
and 1 working day, respectively, after the securities and derivatives purchasing date. Loans
for securities purchases are accounts that debtors are granted loans for securities purchasing
with collaterals at the rate which is not lower than the rate required by the Stock Exchange of
Thailand. Other receivables include overdue receivables from securities and derivatives
businesses of cash accounts and restructured or installment receivables.

The allowance for doubtful accounts on securities and derivatives business receivables
is based on managementûs review and assessment of the status of individual debtor and
overall debtors as well as the requirements as stated in the Office of the Securities and
Exchange Commissionûs Notifications No. Kor Thor. 33/2543 and Kor Thor. 5/2544 dated
August 25, 2000 and February 15, 2001, respectively. Such assessment takes into consideration
various factors including the risks involved and the value of collateral. Allowance is made for
the estimated losses that might be incurred where the debts are not fully secured and/or there
exists a possibility that principal and interest cannot be recovered in full.

4.9 Building improvement and equipment

Building improvement and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.

Depreciation is calculated by reference to its cost on a straight-line basis over the following

estimated useful lives:

Building improvement 5 years

Computer equipment 3 - 5 years

Office equipment 5 years

Vehicles 5 years
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Where the carrying amount of an asset is greater than its estimated recoverable amount,
it is written down immediately to its recoverable amount.

Repairs and maintenance are charged to the statement of income during the financial
period in which they are incurred. The cost of major renovations is included in the carrying
amount of the asset when it is probable that future economic benefits in excess of the originally
assessed standard of performance of the existing asset will flow to the Company. Major
renovations are depreciated over the remaining useful life of the related asset. Repair and
maintenance costs are recognised as an expense when incurred.

Gain and loss on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount
and are included in operating profit.

4.10 Foreclosed properties
Foreclosed properties consist of immovable properties and intangible assets which are

stated at the lower of cost and recoverable amount. The excess of the carrying amount over
recoverable amount is recognized as an impairment loss in the statement of income.

Gain or loss on disposals of such properties is recognized in the statement of income at
the date of disposal.

4.11 Intangible assets
Intangible assets with definite useful life are stated at cost less accumulated amortization.
Amortization is charged to the statement of income on a straight-line basis over its

estimated useful life as follows.

Computer software 5 years

Intangible assets with indefinite useful life are tested for impairment annually or whenever
there is an indication that the intangible assets may be impaired and allowance for impairment
is recognized (if any).

For the year 2008, the Company ceased amortization of deferred license fees as it is
considered to have indefinite useful life. Also, those assets are tested for impairment annually
or whenever there is an indication that the intangible assets may be impaired and allowance
for impairment is recognized (if any).

4.12 Securities and derivatives business payables
Securities and derivatives business payables are the obligations of the Company in

respect of its securities and derivatives businesses with outside parties, such as the net payable
balances of cash accounts.

4.13 Long-term lease
1) Operating lease

Lease in which substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of assets remain
with the lessor are accounted for as operating lease. Rentals applicable to such
operating leases are charged to the statement of income over the lease term.

2) Finance lease
Lease in which substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership other than legal

title are transferred to the Company is accounted for as finance lease. At inception, the
fair value of the leased assets is recorded together with the obligation. The leased
assets are depreciated using the straight-line method over their estimated useful lives.
Interest or financial charge is recognized by effective interest rate method over the term
of contracts. Interest or financial charge and depreciation are recognized as expenses in
the statement of income.

4.14 Provision for liabilities
The Company recognizes provision as liabilities in the financial statements when the

amount of the liability can be reliable estimated and it is current commitment that is likely that
loss of resources which are of economic benefit to the Company will result from settlement of
such commitments.

4.15 Provident fund
The contribution for employee provident fund is recorded as expense when incurred.

4.16 Income tax
The Company and its subsidiary have early adopted Thai Accounting Standard No. 56

çAccounting for Income Taxesé.
Income tax expenses is based on the taxable profit multiplied by the tax rate that has been

enacted at the balance sheet date and adjusted by the effect of deferred income tax accounting.
Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences arising from differences between

the tax base of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements, using
the tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date. Deferred tax asset is
recognized to the extent that it is probable that the future taxable profit will be available against
which the temporary differences can be utilized.

4.17 Earnings (loss) per share
Basic earnings (loss) per share are determined by dividing net income (loss) for the year

by the weighted average number of ordinary shares held by outside parties outstanding during
the year.

Diluted earnings (loss) per share are calculated from net income (loss) for the year divided
by the weight average number of ordinary shares, on the assumption that exercises of all
warrants and convertible borrowings have been made at the beginning of the year. Ordinary share
equivalents of the Company and its subsidiary are the warrants and convertible borrowings,
respectively.

4.18 Foreign currency transaction
Foreign currency transactions are translated into Thai Baht using the exchange rates

prevailing at the date of the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currency at the balance sheet date are translated to Thai Baht at the exchange rate prevailing

at the balance sheet date. Gain and loss resulting from the settlement of foreign currency
transactions and from the translation of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currencies are recognized in the statement of income.

4.19 Risk management and prevention
The Company and its subsidiary have not speculated in or engaged in trading of any

off-balance sheet financial derivatives instruments.
Financial instruments carried in the balance sheet include cash and cash equivalents,

investments in debt and equity securities, receivable from Clearing House, securities and
derivatives business receivables, convertible borrowings, payable to Clearing House, and
securities and derivatives business payables. The particular recognition methods adopted are
disclosed in the individual policy statements associated with each item.

4.20 Related parties
Enterprises and individuals that directly, or indirectly through one or more intermediaries,

control, or are controlled by, or are under common control with, the Company, including holding
companies, subsidiaries and fellow subsidiaries are related parties of the Company. Associates
and individuals owning, directly or indirectly, an interest in the voting power of the Company
that gives them significant influence over the enterprise, key management personnel, including
directors and officers of the Company and closed members of family of these individuals and
companies associated with these individuals also constitute related parties.

In considering each possible related party relationship, attention is directed to the substance
of the relationship, and not merely the legal form.

4.21 Critical accounting policies and significant source of estimation uncertainty
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting

principles also requires the Companyûs management to exercise judgments in order to determine the
accounting policies, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets
and liabilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements
and the reported amounts of revenue and expense during the reporting period. Although these
estimates are based on managementûs reasonable consideration of current events, actual results
may differ from these estimates. Significant accounting estimates are as follows:
1) Fair value of investments in debt and equity securities

The fair value of marketable securities is based on the latest bid price of the last
working day of the period as quoted on the Stock Exchange of Thailand. The fair value of
unit trust is determined from its net asset value. The fair value of debentures is calculated
by using the latest bid yield as quoted by the Thai Bond Market Association.

2) Allowance for doubtful accounts

The Company has provided an allowance for doubtful debts based on a review of

debtorûs repayment capability, taking into consideration risk in recovery and value of

collateral. An allowance will be set aside for doubtful debts not fully covered by collateral

and/or debtors which are expectable not to be recovered in full. Such debt classifications
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and provisions are in accordance with guidelines of the Office of the Securities and

Exchange Commission as follows:

a) Assets classified as loss are to satisfy the following criteria:

1) Loan balances which the Company has already made every effort to collect,

but which remain unpaid and which the Company has already written off in

accordance with tax law

2) Loan balances which the Company has forgiven

b) Doubtful debt is defined as the uncollateralized portion of the value of a debt which

meets the following criteria:

1) General loans, problem financial institution loans, and other loans for which

the collateral value is less than the loan balance

2) Installment loans with repayments scheduled less frequently than every 3

months and for which principal or interest is overdue by more than 3 month

3) Installment loans with repayments scheduled no less frequently than every 3

months, unless there is clear evidence and a high degree of certainty that full

repayment will be received

c) Substandard debt is defined as the collateralized portion of loans which meet the

criteria in b).

Loans classified as loss will be written off when identified. Provision will be set

aside for loans classified as doubtful at not less than 100% of the loan balances.

During the quarter ended December 31, 2008, many countries around the

world are facing financial crisis. This has affected share prices in the Stock

Exchange of Thailand and the customer accounts - credit balance of the Company.

The Company has been forced to sell out and/or raise additional collateral from

customers. However, the Companyûs management has assessed the impact of

such situation and believed that the Company has set allowance for doubtful

accounts for those receivables sufficiently.

3) Building improvement and equipment and definite useful life intangible assets

The estimated useful lives and depreciation method of building improvement

and equipment and amortization method of definite useful life intangible assets shall be

reviewed on purchasing date of such assets. In case the carrying value of building

improvement and equipment and definite useful life intangible assets becomes impaired,

the Company would establish an allowance for impairment in the statement of income.

4) Fair value of financial instrument

The fair value of financial instrument disclosures, considerable judgment is

necessarily required in estimation of fair value. Accordingly, the estimated fair value

presented herein is not necessarily indicative of the amount that could be realized in a

current market exchange. The use of different market assumptions and/or estimation

methodologies may have a material effect on the estimated fair value.

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In 2007, Seamico Derivatives Company Limited, a subsidiary, restructured its business
operation by transferring the derivative business to Seamico Securities Public Company Limited. Since
Seamico Derivatives Company Limited has not started its business operation, the company registered
its liquidation with Ministry of Commerce on December 13, 2007. The liquidation process has been
completed on February 2, 2009.

On May 26, 2008, the Company sold investment in Seamico Knight Fund Management

Securities Company Limited, a subsidiary, to a public limited company and two limited companies.

The Company disposed its own portion with a disposal value at cost of Baht 10.2 million. As at

December 31, 2008, the Company received the entire amount from the buyer.

In September 2008, the Company has a partnership plan to develop securities business

with Krung Thai Bank Plc., using KTB Securities Co., Ltd. as a joint venture vehicle. According to

such plan, the Company will acquire up to 50% of issued and paid-up share capital of KTB

Securities Co., Ltd.

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15. CONVERTIBLE BORROWINGS

As at December 31, 2007, convertible borrowings in the consolidated balance sheet

represented Thai Baht loans of the subsidiary from foreign related parties. The borrowings are due

at call but not more than 5 years, maturing in August 2008, and carry interest at a rate of 5 percent

per annum, payable quarterly. The lenders have the right but not the obligation to convert the

borrowings to equity in the subsidiary at par value, up to a maximum of 500,000 ordinary shares, or not

more than 20% of the capital of the subsidiary, from August 2005 until the maturity per the loan

agreement. However, their shareholdings in that subsidiary must be in compliance with the law. In

addition, the lenders have the right to receive additional interest payments from the subsidiary

equivalent to what their entitlement to dividends would be if the outstanding loan balance had

already been converted into ordinary shares. As at December 31, 2008, the consolidated balance

sheet did not include such convertible borrowings as the Company has sold such subsidiary during this

year (see Notes 2 and 7).

16. DEBENTURES

On January 8, 2008, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting No. 1/2008 had approved

the issuance and offer of debentures with a limit not exceeding Baht 2,000 million, which maturity is

within 7 years. The purposes of debentures are for managing fund and seeking for new business

opportunity. The Board of Directors have authorization to consider types, timing and condition of

debentures in accordance with the market condition and liquidity. The Board of Directors are also

responsible for the process of getting the approval from the Securities and Exchange Commission.

Subsequently, on April 21, 2008, the ordinary shareholdersû meeting No.1/2008 has the

resolution to approve the reduction of the credit limit of debentures, which was previously approved by

the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting No.1/2008 dated January 8, 2008, to be not exceeding

Baht 1,000 million. Any other conditions were unchanged.

As at December 31, 2008, the Company has not issued such debentures.

17. DERIVATIVES DEBENTURES

On April 21, 2008, the ordinary shareholdersû meeting No.1/2008 has passed a resolution to

approve the issuance and offer of derivatives debentures with a limit not exceeding Baht 1,000

million, of which the maturity is within 5 years. The Board of Directors have authorization to determine

details and conditions of the issuance and offering of the derivatives debentures, including obtaining

approval from the relevant authorities and performing any other necessary actions relating to the

issuance and offering of the derivatives debentures.

The issuance and offering of the derivatives debentures has been approved by the Office of

Securities and Exchange Commission on October 15, 2008. However, as at December 31, 2008, the

Company has not issued such derivatives debentures.

On September 27, 2007, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting passed the following

resolutions :
(1) Approved the issuance of 27,000,000 units of warrants offering to the Companyûs employees.
(2) Approved an increase of the registered capital amounting to Baht 27,000,000 equivalent to

27,000,000 shares at a par value of Baht 1 each. The purpose of issuing 27,000,000 new
ordinary shares is to accommodate the exercise of warrants to the Companyûs employees.

(3) Approved an increase of the registered capital amounting to Baht 19,675,971 equivalent to
19,675,971 shares at a par value of Baht 1 each. The purpose of issuing 19,675,971 new
ordinary shares is to accommodate the exercise of ZMICO-W3, because the exercise ratio
of such warrants were adjusted.

(4) Approved an amendment of Clause 4 of the Memorandum of Association in order to comply
with an increase of capital according to items (2) and (3) above. The registered capital of
Baht 1,037,157,550 will be increased to Baht 1,083,833,521 equivalent to 1,083,833,521 shares
at a par value of Baht 1 each.

The Company has registered the additional registered capital with the Ministry of Commerce on
October 5, 2007. The excess of the registered share capital over the paid-up share capital represents
the shares reserved for future exercise of warrants.

During the year ended December 31, 2007, the Company registered its additional paid-up
share capital of Baht 145,599 due to the exercises of warrants amounting to 142,100 units, equivalent
to 145,599 shares (see Note 21.2).

 20. TREASURY STOCK

On February 28, 2006, the Board of Directorsû meeting has passed a resolution on a project

to repurchase 82,962,440 ordinary shares (representing 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital)

at a price equivalent to the bid prices on the Stock Exchange of Thailand or the same prices offered

to general shareholders, at the amount not more than Baht 200 million and with the repurchase

period from March 15, 2006 to September 14, 2006.

As at December 31, 2006, the Company had 53,872,000 treasury shares, representing 6.49%

of the issued and paid-up share capital on the date when the Board of Directors resoluted the share

repurchase. The total treasury stocks were Baht 199.99 million.

The Executive Committee Meeting No. 5/2007, held on June 5, 2007, passed a resolution to

approve the resale of treasury shares amounting to 53,872,000 shares by selling in the Stock

Exchange of Thailand with the resale period from June 20, 2007 to September 13, 2009. The

resale price should not be less than 85% of the average closing price of shares for the preceding

5 business days.

As at December 31, 2007, the Company had resold all treasury stocks, which were 53,872,000

shares, at Baht 215.51 million. The premium from disposing treasury stocks is Baht 15.52 million.

Subsequently, on August 26, 2008, the Board of Directorsû meeting No. 5/2008 has passed

a resolution on a project to repurchase 83,375,886 ordinary shares (representing 10% of the issued

and paid-up share capital) for buying those shares trading in the Stock Exchange of Thailand at

a price not exceeding the average closing price, of those shares for the preceding 5 business days,

plus 15 percent of such average closing price at the amount not more than Baht 200 million with the

repurchase period from September 15, 2008 to March 14, 2009. The process and timing for resale of

those shares will be decided by the Companyûs Board of Directors at 6 months but not more than

3 years after the completion of the repurchase date and the resale will have to be at a price not less than

85 percent of the average closing prices of the preceding 5 business days prior to the resale date.

In December 2003, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting had approved the issuance

of 20,372,351 five-year warrants to existing shareholders and shareholders who subscribed to

the new issue of ordinary shares, in a ratio of 4 existing ordinary shares to 1 warrant, free of

charge. The exercise price of the warrants is Baht 60 per share (the par value is Baht 10 each)

and they are exercisable in a ratio of 1 warrant to 1 ordinary share, commencing one year

after the issue date (exercisable since September 30, 2005). Such warrants will be matured on

May 6, 2009.

Due to the reduction in the par value of the shares from Baht 10 per share to Baht 1 per

share, the warrant issue was amended to 203,723,510 warrants with an exercise ratio of 1

warrant to 1 ordinary share and an exercise price of Baht 6 per share.

Subsequently, the ordinary shareholdersû meeting held on April 18, 2007 had approved

dividend payment exceeding 70% of net income, and, therefore, the Company must adjust

the exercise price and an exercise ratio to protect the interest of the warrant holders. The right of

the outstanding warrants, which have been allotted but not exercised after the shareholders

meeting on April 18, 2007, were amended to a ratio of 1 warrant to 1.09832 ordinary shares,

with the exercise price of Baht 5.463 per share.

During the year ended December 31, 2008, no warrants were exercised. As at December

31, 2008, the outstanding warrants, which have been allotted but not exercised, are 201,214,034

units.

21.2 Directors and employeesû warrants III (ESOP warrant III)

In December 2003, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting had approved the issuance of

1,430,000 five-year warrants with a par value of Baht 10 each to the Companyûs directors

and employees (other than directors or employees who received a prior allotment of warrants),

free of charge. The warrants are exercisable at a price equal to the par value of the shares, in

a ratio of 1 warrant to 1 ordinary share, throughout 5 years in accordance with certain stipulated

conditions. Such warrants will be matured on August 8, 2009.

Due to the reduction of the par value of the shares from Baht 10 per share to Baht 1 per

share, the number of warrants III issued to the directors and employees is adjusted to 14,300,000

units, with the exercise ratio adjusted to 1 warrant to 1 ordinary share while the exercise

price remains at par value, or Baht 1 per share. At the ordinary shareholdersû meeting held on

April 18, 2007, the shareholders approved dividend payment exceeding 70% of net income

and therefore, the Company must adjust the exercise ratio of the Directors and employeesû

warrants III to protect the interest of the warrant holders. The right of the outstanding warrants,

which have been allotted but not exercised after the shareholders meeting on April 18, 2007, were
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amended to a ratio of warrant to 1.09832 ordinary shares with the exercise price at Baht 1 per

share. During August 2004, 13,790,400 warrants were allotted to the directors and employees,

and currently 509,600 warrants had not been allotted. The issue of such free warrants was not

recorded as an accounting expense.

On September 27, 2007, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting had approved the

issuance of five-year 27,000,000 units of warrants with a par value of Baht 1 each to the

Companyûs employees, free of charge. The warrants are exercisable at the exercise price of

Baht 3.21 per share, which is equivalent to the audited book value per share as at June 30, 2007,

at a ratio of 1 warrant to 1 ordinary share, throughout the five-year period, subject to certain

stipulated conditions. Such warrants have been approved by the Securities and Exchange

Commission on February 5, 2008. Subsequently, in March 2008, 16,432,100 warrants were

allotted to employees and currently 10,567,900 warrants had not been allotted. The issue of

such warrants was not recorded as an accounting expense. Such warrants will be matured

on February 28, 2013.

During the year ended December 31, 2008, the employees did not exercise their

warrants. As at December 31, 2008, the outstanding warrants, which have been allotted but not

exercised, are 16,432,100 units.

22. DIVIDEND

At the ordinary shareholdersû meeting held on April 18, 2007, a dividend in respect of the

operating result for the year ended December 31, 2006 and retained earnings of Baht 0.50 per share

amounting to a total of Baht 389.71 million (net of 53.87 million shares of treasury stock) was approved

to be payable to shareholders. Dividends were paid on April 27, 2007.

On April 21, 2008, the ordinary shareholdersû meeting No.1/2008 has the resolution to approve

not to pay dividend in respect of the operating result for the year ended December 31, 2007.

Subsequently, on August 26, 2008, the Board of Directorsû meeting No. 5/2008 has passed

a resolution to pay an interim dividend to the Companyûs shareholders in respect of the operating

result for the six-month period ended June 30, 2008 of Baht 0.05 per share amounting to Baht

41.67 million. Such interim dividends were paid on September 23, 2008.
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23. CAPITAL RISK MANAGEMENT

23.1 Under the Notification of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission No. Kor Thor.

18/2549 regarding çNet Liquid Capital Ratio-NCRé, securities company is required to maintain

its net liquid capital at the end of working day not less than Baht 15 million and not less than

7% of general liabilities.

The Company was granted securities business licenses of derivatives agent under the

Derivative Act. The Company has to maintain its net liquid capital at the end of working day

at least Baht 25 million and at least 7% of general liabilities and assets held as collateral

except in case the Company discontinued its derivatives agent business and notified to the Office

of the Securities and Exchange Commission, the Company has to maintain its net liquid

capital as mentioned in the above paragraph.

Additionally, in accordance with the regulation of Thailand Clearing House Co., Ltd. (çTCHé)

chapter 300 çOrdinary Membersé regarding the çQualification of Membershipé, the Ordinary

Membership is required to have share capital at least Baht 100 million for membership

operating especially in derivatives business.

As at December 31, 2008 and 2007, the Company has net liquid capital ratio higher than

the requirement of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission and has

shareholdersû equity higher than the requirement of TCH.

In addition, the objectives of the capital management of the Company is to sustain the

Companyûs ability to continue as a going concern in order to generate returns to the

shareholders and benefits for other stakeholders and also to maintain an optimal capital structure.

Subsidiary

Under the Notification of the Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission

No. Kor Nor. 13/2548, regarding çPrinciple for Maintaining Capital Adequacy and Responsibility

Insurance of Management Companyé, the subsidiary has to maintain shareholdersû equity at least

Baht 20 million with the warning level at Baht 30 million for mutual fund management

business and at least Baht 10 million with the warning level at Baht 15 million for private fund

management business without provident fund management. In case the subsidiary cannot

maintain the capital adequacy over the warning level, the subsidiary has to report to the

Office of the Securities and Exchange Commission including the plan to recover its shareholdersû

equity to the warning level. As at December 31, 2008 and 2007, financial statements of the

subsidiary show shareholdersû equity higher than the requirement of the Office of the Securities

and Exchange Commission.

In addition, the objectives of the capital management of the subsidiary is to sustain

the subsidiaryûs ability to continue as a going concern in order to generate returns to the

shareholders and benefits for other stakeholders and also to maintain an optimal capital structure.
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23.2 Premium on share capital

The share premium account is set up under the provisions of Section 51 of the Public

Companies Act B.E. 2535, which requires companies to set aside share subscription monies

received in excess of the par value of the shares issued to a reserve account (çshare premiumé).

Share premium is not available for dividend distribution.

23.3 Statutory reserve

Under the Public Limited Company Act., B.E. 2535, section 116, the Company is required

to set aside as a statutory reserve at least 5% of its net profit after accumulated deficit brought

forward (if any) until the reserve is not less than 10% of the registered capital. The statutory

reserve is not available for dividend distribution.

As at December 31, 2008 and 2007, the statutory reserve has already reached 10%

of registered capital.

23.4 Reserve for treasury stock

Under Section 66/1(2) of the Public Limited Companies Act B.E. 2535, public limited

companies may repurchase their shares for the purpose of financial management when they

have retained earnings and excess liquidity. Also, such share repurchase must not cause

them to face a financial difficulty. The announcement of the Judicial Council No.756/2547

has set a rule for treasury stocks that companies have to appropriate retained earnings

as reserve for treasury stocks equal to the amount paid for treasury stocks until either

the entire treasury stocks have been sold or the companies reduce their paid-up share

capital by writing-off the unsold treasury stocks. In addition, according to the Federation of

Accounting Professionsû announcement No. Sor.SorVorBorChor. 016/2548 dated February

4, 2005, it requires companies that have treasury stocks to have retained earnings not less than

the amount of the treasury stocks remaining in the account. In the event the retained

earnings were appropriated for dividend, the retained earnings after the dividend payment

should not be less than the treasury stocks remaining in the account.

As at December 31, 2008, the Company has appropriated the retained earnings as the

treasury stock reserve for the whole amount.

Management Co., Ltd., which is a subsidiary. The subsidiary will manage the Companyûs

fund for one year. The contract, which will be expired on December 30, 2008, is automatically

renewed for another year. Under the agreement, the Company agreed to pay a management

fee at the rate of 0.4 percent per annum of the net asset value of the fund.

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35. SUBSEQUENT EVENTS

On January 30, 2009, the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting No. 1/2009 has passed a resolution

with insufficient votes to approve the transfer of business and margin loan accounts to KTB Securities

Co., Ltd. (see Note 7).

However, on February 12, 2009, the Board of Directorsû meeting No. 2/2009 has passed

a resolution to review details of the transfer of business and margin loan accounts to KTB Securities

Co., Ltd. in order to re-propose to the shareholders for their approval, which included the plan for usage

of money derived from business and margin loan accounts transfer as follows :

1) Approximately Baht 500 million will be reserved for the subscription of new share issued according

to KTB Securities Co., Ltd.ûs capital increase plan.

2) Approximately Baht 300 million will be reserved for KTB Securities Co., Ltd.ûs capital increase

plan as necessary in the future.

3) Approximately Baht 100 million will be used for a new direct investment business such as to set

up the Private Equity Fund for the investment in Thailand and Indochina. The investment

targets will be companies or projects, which have potential business but have limited funding

sources.

4) The remaining cash will be reserved for business operation as necessary. The remaining

cash after reserved for operating expense and investment will be considered to return to the

shareholders.

The Company has already called for the extraordinary shareholdersû meeting No.2/2009,

which will be held on March 20, 2009, for considering the approval of the transfer of business

and margin loan accounts to KTB Securities Co., Ltd.
